The 

former close aide of Bihar Chief Minister Nit-

ish Kumar also expressed dismay over refusal 

of his ex-mentor to "utter a single word" on 

the stir which has been going on for nearly two 

weeks.“The candidates are protesting in bit-

ing cold, braving baton charge by police and 

water cannons. The CM is away in Delhi, and 

having a good time. He did not utter a single 

word when reporters in the national capital ap-

proached him with queries on the stir,” Kishor 

told reporters here. Recalling the previous 

day’s demonstration which was addressed by 

him, Kishor said till about 4 PM, he kept tell-

ing the candidates to look forward to a state-

ment from the chief minister who might take 

a stand that could break the stalemate. “But 

he kept mum,” Kishor claimed.“Today, I am 

sharing something that I have been hearing for 

some time. The protesting candidates believe 

that BPSC’s reluctance to order a fresh exami-

nation stems from the fact that crores of rupees 

have already changed hands. Posts to be fi lled 

up through the December 13 test had been put 

on sale,” the Jan Suraaj Party founder said. No-

tably, nearly fi ve lakh candidates had appeared 

at more than 900 centres across the state for 

the Combined Competitive Exams.At one of 

the exam centres in Patna, hundreds of candi-

dates boycotted the test alleging that question 

papers were “leaked”. This was refuted by the 

Bihar Public Service Commission, which saw 

a “conspiracy” to get the exams cancelled at 

work, even though re-examination had been 

ordered for more than 10,000 candidates who 

had been assigned the Bapu Pariksha Parisar, 

which was at the centre of the controversy.

Govt extends 

crop damage

registration dead-

line by two more 

days Current 

Affairs
Bhubaneswar, Dec 30 (GNS) In a move to assist 

farmers impacted by the recent unseasonal rain-

fall, the Odisha state government has extended 

the registration period for crop damage compen-

sation claims by an additional two days. The new 

deadline for registration is now set for midnight on 

January 1, 2024, announced Chief Minister Mohan 

Charan Majhi on Monday. The extension comes as 

a relief to numerous farmers across the state who 

have struggled to register their crop losses within 

the original timeframe.

Speaking to reporters a day after visiting the 

rain-affected regions in Ganjam, Gajapati, and 

Nayagarh districts, where he met with local farmers 

and personally assessed the extent of the damage, 

Majhi emphasized that the government’s support 

would continue unabated as part of its ongoing ef-

forts to mitigate the hardships caused by the un-

seasonal downpours. 

“After reviewing the situation on the ground 

and hearing from the farmers, we have decided to 

extend the registration period by two more days. 

This will give farmers ample time to complete the 

necessary procedures to apply for compensation,” 

the CM said. Farmers whose crops were damaged 

in the recent rainfall can now register their losses 

through the ‘Krishi Rakshak App’ or by calling the 

toll-free number 14447. 

Meanwhile, Deputy Chief Minister Pravati Pari-

da, while addressing concerns about network is-

sues and connectivity challenges, reassured the 

public that all registration efforts would be taken 

into account, including ‘missed calls,’ which will 

still be treated as successful registrations.

“Even if a farmer cannot connect through the 

toll-free number, their missed call will still be 

recorded, and the registration will be valid,” 

Parida clarified. “Despite some concerns about 

network issues and connectivity challenges, we 

will ensure all registrations are processed,” she 

added. The DCM urged farmers to spread the 

word and help others who may be unaware of 

the process. “It’s critical that no one is left out 

in seeking the help they need.”

This registration extension is exclusive to farm-

ers in Odisha, following a request made by the 

state government to the Union government. “The 

Union government has agreed to extend the reg-

istration period solely for Odisha, recognising the 

unique challenges faced by our farmers. We are 

doing everything in our power to ensure that all 

affected farmers are compensated for their loss-

es,” Deputy CM Parida stated.
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Melbourne, Dec 30 (GNS) Early in the fi nal 

hour at the MCG, Australia won an epic Test 

that had been played in front of a record 

crowd to take a 2-1 lead in the Border Ga-

vaskar Trophy, having snared seven wickets 

in the fi nal session when it appeared India 

were on track to save the game. 

Yashasvi Jaiswal defi ed the home side for 

208 deliveries before falling to the herculean 

Pat Cummins while hometown star Scott 

Boland made three key incisions to secure 

one of Australia’s most signifi cant victories 

of recent history. 

Nathan Lyon claimed the fi nal wicket, 

when he pinned Mohammed Siraj lbw, 

sparking wild celebrations for the home 

side: a margin of 184 runs did not do justice 

to the tension and drama of the fi nal day and 

the importance of the result to this Australia 

team who have turned their fortunes around 

after the crushing opening defeat in Perth.

After India had slid to 33 for 3, Jaiswal 

and Rishabh Pant added 88 in 32 overs to 

take India into the fi nal session with seven 

wickets in hand, but Travis Head burgled 

the wicket of Pant and Australia seized their 

moment as India lost 7 for 34. The quick 

bowlers were immense, Mitchell Starc 

bowling in the mid-140kph region despite 

a back niggle, while Cummins and Boland 

added further chapters to previous MCG 

heroics. Cummins earned the Johnny Mul-

lagh Medal as Player of the Match for an 

outstanding all-round Test in which he also 

contributed 90 runs alongside his six wick-

ets.There was a dose of controversy, too, 

when Jaiswal’s rearguard was ended via the 

DRS after he gloved a pull down the leg side 

against Cummins.Snicko did not register 

anything, but third umpire Sharfuddoula 

ruled he had seen a clear a defl ection, which 

matched what was shown on TV.Jaiswal ap-

peared to know he had hit it but spoke with 

the umpires on the way off. It meant India’s 

lower order had 21 overs to survive and it 

proved too much.The defeat means India’s 

hopes of reaching the World Test Champi-

onship fi nal are now out of their hands, but 

in terms of this series they can still retain 

the Border-Gavaskar Trophy with victory in 

Sydney. For Australia, a win in the fi nal Test 

- and a 3-1 margin - would secure their spot 

in the WTC fi nal alongside South Africa who 

qualifi ed yesterday with their own gripping 

victory over Pakistan.
