Asked about party leader Aaditya
Thackeray’s meeting with Chief Minis-
ter Devendra Fadnavis, he said, “There
is nothing wrong with meeting the chief
minister to discuss issues of the people
if they will be solved at his level.” Danve
hit out at NCP leader and state Minis-
ter Dhananjay Munde over the murder
case of Santosh Deshmukh, sarpanch
of Massjog village in Beed.

“Criminals are being protected un-
der Munde’s leadership in Beed. So it
is clear that such a person should not
hold a constitutional post,” he said.
Deshmukh was abducted, tortured and
murdered on December 9, apparently

because he tried to thwart an attempt
to extort money from an energy firm
operating a windmill project.

Walmik Karad, an associate of Min-
ister Munde, has been arrested in a re-
lated extortion case.“The government
is protecting criminals. The accused
who committed the murder contacted
Karad multiple times. The complaint (of
Deshmukh’s abduction) was not regis-
tered because of pressure from Karad.
Then why is he not being booked under
section 302 (murder)?” he said.

Danve also claimed the number of
beneficiaries for the PM Kisan San-
man Yojana has dropped.

Search on to trace 5 labourers
trapped in Assam mine

Guwahati, Jan 12

The rescue opera-
tion continued on Sunday in Assam’s Um-
rangso, where at least five labourers are sus-
pected to have died after getting trapped in
a coal mine. The specialised task force has
been continuing the search operation in
the mine to locate and retrieve the bodies.A
senior official said: “As de-watering of the
coal mine is being done by the task force,
the Navy divers are continuing their search
for the trapped labourers.”On Saturday, the
bodies of three deceased labourers were
recovered from the coal mine. Earlier, an-
other body of a labourer was recovered.

One of the three labourers whose bodies
were recovered from the mine on Saturday
was identified as 27-year-old Ligen Magar,
a resident of Dima Hasao district.Magar’s
body was found floating on accumulated
water in the mine after the Navy divers went
to bring out the worker, an official said. The
remaining two bodies were identified as
57-year-old Khusi Mohan Rai, a resident of
Magargaon in Kokrajhar district of Assam,
and 37-year-old Sarat Goyary, a resident of
Thailapara, Batashipur in Sonitpur district
of Assam. At least nine labourers have been
identified who were trapped in the coal

mine in Umrango locality of Dima Hasao
district a week ago.The state administration
and police launched an operation to rescue
the trapped labourers in the mine.

250 residents evacuated
after fire in Thane building

Thane, Jan 12 Nearly 250 residents
were evacuated after a fire broke out in
a five-storey building in Maharashtra’s
Thane city on Sunday morning, civic offi-
cials said.No one was injured in the blaze
which erupted at around 5 am in a laun-

Indian selectors are hopeful that
he still might have some role in the
Champions Trophy since it’s a swell-
ing, but when one looks at the bigger
picture the question arises whether
he can be deemed a permanent skip-
per in Tests, now that Rohit’s days in
whites look as good as over.

If Bumrabh is fit and ready to lead
the Test side in England, chief se-
lector Ajit Agarkar and his four col-
leagues need to have a strong name
as vice-captain so that in case of an
unforeseen scenario, the deputy is
good enough to take charge. For
now, in Tests, only two names are
in the reckoning -- Rishabh Pant

and Yashasvi Jaiswal -- with the
former looking the most suitable
for that role.It is understood that
during BCCI's review meeting on
Saturday with Agarkar, head coach
Gautam Gambhir and Rohit, Bum-
rah’s issues with the lower back
cropped up.

PT Usha ignores I0A executive

PT Usha has once again stamped
her signature while deciding on
the committees that will run the
National Games. The delayed
38th National Games will be held
in Uttarakhand from January 28
to February 14

In her letter to Uttarakhand
Chief Minister Pushkar Singh
Dhami confirming the dates,
Usha has also signalled that she
was willing to accommodate vari-
ous national sports federations
and state bodies. However, she
has not included any of the I0OA
executive committee members,
who have been opposing her.

She has appointed Sunaina Ku-
mari as the head of the Games
Technical Conduct Committee
(GTCC). The committee is tasked
to decide on the sports programme.
Ravinder Choudhary, Cyrus Pon-
cha, Maninderpal Singh, Bholanath
Singh, Kamlesh Mehta, SP Desh-
wal, Prashant Kushwaha, Digvijay
Singh and Harjinder Singh Jindi are
the other members.

The new committee is a far cry
from the GTCC appointed for
the conduct of the Goa National
Games, which was held last year.
It was headed by IOA EC mem-
ber Amitabh Sharma and also in-
cluded the likes of Sahdev Yadav,
Gagan Narang, Gen Harpal Singh
(retd) and Rohit Rajpal.

Interestingly, the decision tak-
en by Usha comes after a month
of upheaval within the IOA. Af-
ter Usha sent notices on various
charges, including to the treasur-
er for financial mismanagement
and to joint secretary Kalyan
Chaubey for granting affiliation
to the Taekwondo Federation of

India, the opposing group had
announced plans to bring a no
confidence motion against Usha
for being autocratic, while alleg-
ing financial loss to the IOA.
Usha has further ignored the
EC members while appointing a
coordination committee between
the NSFs and state Olympics as-
